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Andrew Blight has been Chief Scientific Officer of Acorda Therapeutics, Inc. since January 2004 and previously served as Executive Vice President, Research and Development and Vice President from 1998. Prior to joining Acorda, he spent six years as Professor and Director of the Neurosurgery Research Laboratory at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill and held prior academic positions at Purdue University and New York University. In academia, Dr. Blight specialized in research on the pathophysiology of spinal cord injury (SCI, particularly on the role of demyelination in SCI. At Acorda, he has continued his earlier studies on the therapeutic application of 4-aminopyridine in spinal cord injury and multiple sclerosis clinical trials. Dr. Blight is a member of the editorial board of the Journal of Neurotrauma and has served as a member of the NIH NSDA review committee.
