Amy K. Wagner MD is a tenured Associate Professor and Associate Director of Research in the Department of Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation at the University of Pittsburgh, and she was appointed Vice-chair for Research in this department in 2009. She was appointed Associate Director for Rehabilitation Research at the Safar Center for Resuscitation Research in 2003.
Dr. Wagner has an extensive transdisciplinary and translational research in traumatic brain injury (TBI) research.  She conducts both experimental and clinical research that emphasizes gender and genetic differences in treatment and recovery outcomes for patients with TBI. Her research also focuses on the neurobiology of neuroplasticity and recovery after TBI and how therapeutic agents commonly used clinically impact neurobiological and neurobehavioral processes associated with neuroplasticity and recovery.  She is especially focused on hormones, their role with injury and recovery, and their viability and prognostic biomarkers of outcome.
